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1. Otolaryngologist 
2. The education requirements to become a Otolaryngologist begin with a bachelor’s degree in a related science field. Then, they must continue on through medical school followed by a five year residency along with continuing education in the future. 

3. Otolaryngologists are responsible for the diagnosis and treatment of the ears, nose, and throat. Sometimes the job can also include reconstruction and surgery of these parts of the body as well. 
4. The median salary for a Otolaryngologist is $173,00-$310,000.
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6. An Otolaryngologist relates to what we are studying because they are very important in diagnosing and treating very specific parts of the body. I find this career interesting due to the specifics of the requirements, but this is not a job I would wish to pursue.
